Foundation: 

From the North 
*Take I-94 East.  Take the Hennepin/Lyndale 
Avenue exit and turn left onto Hennepin 
Avenue. Take Hennepin to 12th Street (turn 
right). Take 12th Street to LaSalle Avenue 
(turn left). Take LaSalle to 9th Street (turn 
left). School is located 1/2 block down on the 
left. 
 
From the Northeast  
Take I-35W south to the I-94 exit. Take I-94 W 
to 11th Street - Exit at 11th St. Take 11th St. 
to LaSalle Ave. (turn right). Take LaSalle Ave. 
to 9th St.(turn left). School is located on the 
left (4 blocks down). 
 
From the East  
Take I-94 West - Exit at 11th Street.  
Take 11th Street to LaSalle Avenue (turn 
right).  Take LaSalle Avenue to 9th Street 
(turn left). School is located on the left (1/2 
block down).  
 
From the South  
Take I-35W North to the downtown exit.  
Follow the 11th Street route of the downtown 
exit.  Take 11th Street to LaSalle Avenue (turn 
right). Take LaSalle Avenue to 9th Street (turn 
left). The school is located on the left (1/2 
block down). 
 
From the West  
Take I-394 East to the downtown exit options.  
Choose the 12th Street exit.  Take 12th Street 
to LaSalle Avenue (turn left). Take LaSalle 
Avenue to 9th Street (turn left).  School is 
located on the left (1/2 block down). 
 
*We recommend you park in the public 
ramp at the corner of 9th Street and 
LaSalle Avenue.
